


COURT USAGE AND BOOKING RULES
League Matches

League matches take priority over all other bookings or play whether they appear in the bookings diary or not. It is the responsibility of team captains to book courts for matches. Matches must not be booked on Club Nights, during junior coaching sessions, or between 1pm and 4pm on Saturday or Sunday. When more than one team are playing at home the higher ranked team, or if the same, then the ladies team, shall have the choice of courts. Matches should be booked onto courts 1&2 and 5&6.
Club Nights
Adult Club Nights are Monday and Wednesday from 7pm during summer time, and Monday only from 7pm during winter time. Club night doubles play takes preference over all other play, even on the junior court (Ct 4). Singles play on a Club Night is prohibited when there are members waiting to hit. Singles players should complete the game they are playing and either vacate the court or invite 2 waiting members to join them to play a set of doubles. Junior Club Nights take place on Fridays 5pm til 7 pm and juniors have preference on all courts between those times. The format of junior club night  will be decided by the supervising adult/coach.

Booking court time

Booking slots on bookable courts last 1 hour and can be booked from 8am until 10pm but not more than 7 days ahead. Bookings should be made onto courts 5 or 6 only.  Courts 1,2,3 and 4 are NOT bookable.
Saturdays and  Sundays

Between 1pm and 4pm at weekends, only courts 5 and 6 are bookable. Courts 1, 2 and 3 are available during those times for casual, drop-in play. Court 4 remains the junior court during these times. Please be aware of players waiting during these times, please vacate the court after finishing your current set or after half an hour (whichever is soonest), allowing those waiting to play.

Bookings under the new lights…Courts 5&6

During darkness hours when floodlights are required the following rules apply to courts 5 and 6:
Adult members…….please book up court 5 before court 6. Only book court 6 if court 5 is already booked!
Court 5 is bookable only by full subscription adult members. This membership group has preference on this court during darkness, and juniors and students cannot book this court after dark.
Court 6 (nearest to Clubhouse) is bookable by any club member be they adult, junior, or student members. No group has playing preference over any other.

10pm Floodlight curfew

To comply with local bye-laws floodlit tennis must cease no later than 10pm on any night.

Junior Court……Court 4

This is the designated court where junior members have preference. Adult players should try and avoid using this court where possible and must vacate if junior players are waiting to play. In the case of the junior court a parent and child hitting together are to be classed as ‘junior’. Court 4 is not bookable. Court 4 remains a junior preference court on match nights (normally Tues and Thurs).
It is certain that the above rules will not comprehensively have covered all possibilities, but in the event of dispute members are urged to remain courteous at all times, and report the problem to a member of the Committee, so that it can be discussed and the rules modified where necessary.
